If you use one of the templates, it is perfectly OK to personalise your letter, but don’t be sarcastic or rude as this reduces your chances of being taken seriously or getting a response.
Don’t ask rhetorical questions such as “how can you say such a thing?” or “how do you sleep at night?” as such questions get ignored.  If you want to ask questions, include genuine questions such as those provided in the template, which require an answer.

If you get a typical form letter response, you can write back and say words to the effect that while you appreciate the time they took to answer your letter, you did ask some serious questions, and you expect the courtesy of a considered response that answers the specific questions asked.

There is nothing wrong about expressing your feelings in a letter, but if you do so calmly and courteously, you are more likely to be taken seriously.  Feel free to share any answers you get with others through the “Don’t Shoot Bats” website or Facebook Page.
